Batting is recommended, though not
required. It adds weight,
structure, and gives the
quilting more definition.

2 Choose
a top thread color that matches the
backing. And/or 3 Choose a backing
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blend, cotton, or wool.

@ Loading a Longarm—Two Ways.

1| IF USING AN SINGLE PIECE BACKING:
Have selvedges run perpendicular to
the leaders. Pin the cut edge across
the roll bar evenly distributing the
fabric.

2 | IF USING A PIECED BACKING:
Have seam run horizontally to avoid
a fabric bump on your take-up rail.

Attaching the quilt
to the leaders.

Keep the tension of the backing
slightly looser than for a cotton
backing. Cuddle® is a knit fabric
and does have a slight stretch.

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NEEDLES

When using Cuddle® for backing,
use the same needle as usual. As
always, it's best to use a fresh
needle when starting a project.

THREADS

Choose a color that matches the
backing or a neutral, such as tan,
medium grey, or off-white. Use
polyester thread for best results.
We like:

- Glide (Fil-Tec)

+ Omni Thread (Superior Threads)

WASHING INSTRUCTIONS
- Prewash red and dark colors.

- For best results, wash finished projects in
cool water with a gentle detergent.

- Do not use fabric softener or dryer sheets.

- Tumble in a no-heat dryer for about
ten minutes.

-+ Hang until dry.

@ Adjusting the clamps.
Do not overstretch the side clamps.

Use a lighter tension to ensure that
when the quilt is taken off the longarm,
it will not spring
back to a relaxed
state and wrinkle
the quilt top.

@ What quilting designs work best?

Any! From loose pantographs to dense,
custom quilting, everything works well
for longarm quilting with Cuddle®.
